Here is the third vintage of our private label Pinot Noir. As good as the first two were, this 2007, the product
of a superb vintage for Pinot Noir in the Russian River Valley, is clearly better. Once again made for us by Fred
Scherrer, it comes from barrels he “declassifies” from his own production.

I don’t want to knock our 2006. It is lovely, and just gets better month by month. But if you have the 2006
one night, and the 2007 the next, as | did recently, it is thrilling how much more depth the 2007 has. And where
the 2006 has a gentleness to it, a laid-back quality, the 2007 is much more assertive. Its fruit is stunningly pure, and
so focused it has an almost piercing quality. Its length and precision blow away comparably-priced Burgundies.
This is California Pinot Noir the way it should be, with a lively palate of fresh Pinot Noir fruit framed by an
almost indiscernible hint of oak, light on its feet but displaying impressive depth. If you are tired of over-extracted,
high-alcohol, overly-oaked California Pinot Noirs, you’ll love ours.

And it's a tremendous bargain, dominating other Pinots in its price range, and better than most $40 bottlings.

Want to enjoy the epochal 2007 Rhdne vintage without spending a lot, to enjoy the qualities that make it
such a special vintage without approaching the $40 to $50 a bottle minimum it takes to procure a quality
Chéteauneuf-du-Pape? Its simple, buy Les Palliéres. 2007 is the tenth vintage produced by Frederic and Daniel
Brunier of Vieux Télégraphe. After a decade on the property, they have it dialed in. In 2007, for the first time,
they produced two cuvees instead of one. Les Racines comes from the oldest vines, those on the plateau
surrounding the winery. It is the more approachable of the two, with soft tannins and tremendous depth. Terrasse
du Diable comes from terraces on the escarpment behind the winery, from leaner, more rocky soils. It is the
thoroughbred, leaner, more focused, and more tannic. You’ll need both. You’ll want more Les Racines over the
next few years, and more Terrasse du Diable later on. Just try to find other 2007 Rhénes of this quality and
pedigree for under $30.

Upon release, we loved this wine for its freshness and vitality, and its zesty but
delicate fruit flavors. Over the last nine months it has evolved, its flavors have put on weight and muscle, and now
it is meaty and substantial. It has developed into textbook Sangiovese, bright and ample at the same time, a perfect
weeknight red.

Secondly, the already reasonable price has come down, from $12.50 to $11.00 a bottle, and you can get it for
under $10 on a half-case, making it a sensational red wine deal.

It is deep ruby black in color, brilliant and clear, with a classic, leanish Medoc aroma. On the palate it displays
impeccable balance, with medium-bodied Cabernet fruit that is pure, juicy, and dry. Overall it is a simple wine,
not a complex one, a wine that charms you with its class and purity. And it is very fairly priced.

In many cases they
are going to be at their best this year and next. They are wines to buy and enjoy, not wines to lay down and age.

Since they were priced too high to start, and hit the market at a most inauspicious time, we have to create a
reason for our Burgundy clients to reconsider them. The best approach seems to be to ameliorate the pricing
problem.
